Sensational 
The final constructed wall is 
build upon a spindle and 
hub, allowing the entire 
wall to be spun 360 
degrees so that anyone of 
any height can access any 
point of the wall. Sensory 
items have been adhered 
to the wall for therapeutic 
purposes.

The walls face was 
measured and cut by 
hand and then fixed to 
the 6 equal sides to 
create a perfect hexagon 
shape. The structure was 
then sanded, painted, 
and final components 
were adhered and 
screwed in place.
